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I. Overview

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II. Removal of Stock Bumper
1. Disconnect wiring harness (ref. figure 1).

2. With help and the use of a floor jack to support bumper, use a 13/16
or 21mm socket to remove the nuts and bolt straps securing the
OEM bumper to the frame (ref. figure 2a-b).

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3. Remove license plate, and OEM license plate lights. Using a flathead
screwdriver, pull out plastic anchors holding wiring harness to
bumper. If equipped with sensors, push sensor housing tabs,
indicated by circles,  away from sensors and carefully wiggle
sensors back and forth while pulling sensors out of housing (ref
figure 3).

III. Rear Bumper Installation

1. FOR SENSOR BUMPER INSTALLATION ONLY: Install Sensor
Housing in bumper by lining up plastic protrusions of the housing
with the sensor profile (ref figure 4a-f).look at images below to
confirm proper orientation and placement. Figure 4a and 4b
represent the oem locations and location in the Fab Fours bumper.
DO NOT EPOXY AT THIS TIME.

Due to the angled design of the clips, Fab Fours recommends that
you angle the sensors upwards so that the sensors don’t read the
ground. You will need to test the sensors in this configuration after
installing the bumper.

2. Install provided license plate lights with the provided #8 hardwear.

3. Replace the OEM bumper with the Fab Fours Vengeance Plate
Bumper. Use the OEM bolt strips and nuts to fasten the bumper
mounts to the frame rail in the OEM mounting locations. Do not
fully tighten.

4. Level and align the bumper in relation to the truck bed. Fully
tighten all fasteners.

5. Slowly lower the tailgate to ensure there will be no interference. If
required, loosen the frame/bumper bolts and adjust alignment of
the bumper.

6. Reinstall license plate with provided plastic inserts
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7. Prep the area shown below and attach the red LED strip in the
location shown. Wire as desired depending on functionality.  You
have the following options:  wire to your brake lights, running
lights or tag lights.

8. Secure all loose wiring and harnesses to the frame or bumper with
zip ties.

9. Install supplied hole plug into appropriate hole depending on year
99-07:  Plug Driver Side Hole 
08-Current:  Plug Passenger Side Hole

10. FOR SENSOR BUMPER INSTALLATION ONLY: Install the sensor
harness back into the housing clips and plug the OEM sensor
harness into the truck. Test the sensors to ensure that the truck
does not read the ground or any give off any errors.

Once the testing is complete, epoxy the sensors into place. DO
NOT EPOXY THE SENSORS, ONLY THE HOUSINGS.
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III. Maintenance/Care

 Periodically check and tighten all fasteners.

 Stripped, fractured, or bent bolts or nuts need to be replaced.

 After washing of the vehicle make sure to fully dry all surfaces
