This installation requires a professional mechanic!

We recommend that you have access to a factory service manual for your vehicle to as-
sist in the disassembly and reassembly of your vehicle. It contains a wealth of detailed in-
formation.

Prior to installation, carefully inspect the vehicle’s steering and driveline systems paying
close attention to the tie rod ends, ball joints, wheel bearing preload, pitman and idler arm.
Additionally, check steering-to-frame and suspension-to-frame attaching points for stress
cracks. The overall vehicle must be in excellent working condition. Repair or replace all
worn or damaged parts!

Read the instructions carefully and study the illustrations before attempting installation!
You may save yourself a lot of extra work.

Check the parts and hardware against the parts list to assure that your kit is complete.
Separating parts according to the areas where they will be used and placing the hardware
with the brackets before you begin will save installation time.

Check the special equipment list and ensure the availability of these tools.
Secure and properly block vehicle prior to beginning installation.
ALWAYS wear safety glasses when using power tools or working under the vehicle!

Use caution when cutting is required under the vehicle. The factory undercoating is flam-
mable. Take appropriate precautions. Have a fire extinguisher close at hand.

Foot pound torque readings are listed on the Torque Specifications chart at the end of the
instructions. These are to be used unless specifically directed otherwise. Apply thread
lock retaining compound where specified.

Please note that while every effort is made to ensure that the installation of your
Pro Comp suspension kit is a positive experience, variations in construction and
assembly in the vehicle manufacturing process will virtually ensure that some parts
may seem difficult to install. Additionally, the current trend in manufacturing of ve-
hicles results in a frame that is highly flexible and may shift slightly on disassembly
prior to installation. The use of pry bars and tapered punches for alignment is con-
sidered normal and usually does not indicate a faulty product. However, if you are
uncertain about some aspect of the installation process, please feel free to call our
tech support department at the number listed on the cover page. We do not recom-
mend that you modify the Pro Comp parts in any way as this will void any warranty
expressed or implied by the Pro Comp Suspension company.

If you use traction bars, ES9000 shocks may hit the traction bar mount, if it does a MX6
Series shock should be used.



Important!

Due to differences in manufacturing, dimensions and inflated measurements,
tire and wheel combinations should be test fit prior to installation. Tire and
wheel choice is crucial in assuring proper fit, performance, and the safety of
your Pro Comp equipped vehicle. For this application, a 18" wheel or larger not
to exceed 9” in width with a maximum backspacing of 5 1/2” is acceptable. A
guality tire of radial design, not exceeding 35” tall X 13.5” wide is
recommended. Please note that the use of a 35" X 13.5” tire may require fender
modification. Violation of these recommendations will not be endorsed as
acceptable by Pro Comp Suspension and will void any and all warranties either
written or implied.

Front Installation:

1. Prior to installing this kit, with the vehi-
cle on the ground. Measure the height
of your vehicle. This measurement
can be recorded from the center of the
wheel, straight up to the top of the in-
ner fender lip. Record the measure-
ments below.

2. Ensure that your work space is of
adequate size and the work surface is
level. Place the vehicle in park and set
parking brake. Place blocks both in
front of and behind the rear wheels.
Place your floor jack under the front
cross member and raise vehicle.
Place jack stands under the frame
rails behind the front wheel wells and
lower the frame onto the stands. Re-
move the jack and remove the front
wheels.

3. Work on one side of the vehicle at a
time.

4. Using the appropriate tool remove the
tie rod end nut and separate from the
knuckle .

5. Remove the three nuts from the top of
the strut assembly and the one large
nut and bolt on the bottom. Remove
the strut assembly from the vehicle.

6. Repeat on the other side of the vehi-
cle.

7. Insert the mono ball spacers (90-2433)
from pack (90-6334) in the top of the
coil as seen in illustration 1a.

NOTE: The spacers are a tight
fit . A press might be needed to fit
the spacers into the mono balls.

8. Insert the mono ball spacers (90-2434)
from pack (90-6334) in the bottom of

the coil as seen in illustration 1a.
NOTE: The spacers are a tight

fit. A press might be needed to fit

the spacers into the mono balls.

9. Install the new Pro Comp coil over
shock (627009) to the upper coil over
mount (91-5555) with the supplied
1/2” X 2 3/4” hardware from pack (90-
6318). With the notch in the ring fac-
ing the outside of the truck. The coil
will be near the top.

10. Fasten upper bracket to truck using
the supplied 7/16” hardware from pack
(90-6317) on the top. See illustration
2.

11. Install the OE bolt through the lower
shock mount and a-arm and torque to
factory specifications. See illustration
la.

12. Attach the tie rod end to the knuckle
and torque to factory specifications.

13. Repeat the installation on the other
side of the vehicle.

14. Recheck all hardware for proper in-
stallation and torque at this time.

15. Reinstall the wheels and tires and
lower the vehicle to the ground.

16. Recheck the wheel lug torque on all
four wheels at this time.

17.0n both sides of the vehicle, check
the routing of the brake lines and the
ABS wire harnesses. There must be
no pinching, rubbing, or stretching of
either component.

COIL OVER WRENCH LARGE and 90-
3011 COIL OVER WRENCH SMALL)
unlock the top ring and adjust the bot-
tom ring to your new desired height.

7. The two threaded lock rings, on the
shock, should be tightened against
each other before the vehicle is driven.
They are both right hand thread.

8. Both sides of the truck should be set
equally.

9. Repeat the adjustment on the other
side of the vehicle.

10. Recheck all hardware for proper instal-

lation and torque at this time.

11. Reinstall the wheels and tires and
lower the vehicle to the ground.

12. Recheck the wheel lug torque on all
four wheels at this time.

13.0n both sides of the vehicle, check the
routing of the brake lines and the ABS
wire harnesses.
